His miraculous story was later immortalized in the hit 
Netflix/BBC documentary Last Breath. 
Chris Kuehl - Chris Kuehl, Managing Director and co-founder of Armada Corporate Intelligence, has spent over 24 
years advising private clients and industry associations. As the Economic Analyst for the Fabricators and 
Manufacturers Association, he writes Fabrinomics and provides insights to a wide range of clients, from CPA societies 
to construction groups.
